NOTE: ALL contests are subject to increased difficulty levels from previous state competitions in order to align the scope and skill level to that of National Competitions.
Tool Requirements:

· Contestants are responsible for bringing their own rigs with tank and tips. There will be copper supply lines that need soldering. 
· Contestants are responsible for all hand tools, cutters, etc.

· The workstations will be constructed out of wood framing and will be pre-drilled by the Technical Committee

· The Technical Committee will provide Fire Extinguisher to comply with the Fire Marshall
Cast Iron pipe and fitting will be added to the contest scope and technical standards.

Cast Iron Cutter will be provided for the contestants.
Brief overview will be during orientation on Friday, the 4th @ 4pm in the contest area. 
The contest is not considered over until the area has been cleaned. Tear-down and removal is worth up to forty (40) points.
· Contestants should report 30 minutes early to the contest site with their name tag turned so that their contestant number is showing.  

· Contestants must wear professional dress in keeping with the SkillsUSA image and within recognized safety dress standards for the Plumbing trade. No loose clothing or shirttails or sleeves unbuttoned.  You will be graded on how your work clothes look for the job at hand. 

· Contestants must provide and wear leather work shoes or boots and OSHA approved safety glasses with side shields or goggles and a hardhat. 
· Contestants must submit a one-page resume and OSHA Card to the contest chair prior to the beginning of the contest.
CONTESTANTS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO CARRY/USE CELL PHONES. NO CELL PHONES WILL BE PERMITTED IN THE CONTEST AREA.
